Orders have been placed with the verification
engineer David Naeser and he expects to be finished
by the beginning of January. The order has been
placed on the boiler manufacturer Kenton
Engineering and they will start work as soon as the
‘construction drawings’ are finished including the
engineer’s final comments.

One of the missing parts of the engine was themwate
pump and check valves. Geoffrey Holgate who was
at the Dorset steam fair in the UK last year hunted
out a Clayton & Shuttleworth road roller of the gam

design as our steam tractor and took photos of the
water pump. Thanks to Geoffrey from these photos
full-scale drawings have been made for the
construction of a pattern to cast a new pump very

much resembling the
original missing
one. Two major
items missing when
the Club did the first
restoration were
fabricated and have
done a sterling job.
In the fullness of time it would be nice if the girial
items can be sourced. These include the flywheel,
which has an odd centre bush and the crosshead
trunk. New or refurbished sight glasses are on the
urgent list but apart from those the engine isenyv
good shape from the excellent work previously
carried out by the Club.
This is how the Club got the engine in 1990.

The mammoth restoration task was mostly done by
Bert Tyler assisted by Paul Freeman and late
members Bob Brown, Les Greenham, Snowy
Gaskin, Frank Waters and others; that team restored
the engine to a very presentable exhibit from the
almost total wreck presented to the Club in 1996. W
owe them a great deal, as without their efforts the
Club would have nothing to build on.
